"Reading with someone helps readers, especially developing readers, become more self-sufficient and less reliant on the teacher for assistance. Research shows that taking turns while reading increases reading involvement, attention, and collaboration." The Daily Five p.60
Hopefully by now you have heard your child talking about The Daily Five at home. All classes have been practising the Read to Self component. Walking down the corridors and past classrooms it is very evident that children are sitting around the floor, selecting books from their new individual book boxes and reading self selected books quietly. Already students have read many books individually. Classes have been graphing the amount of uninterrupted reading time their class has achieved. 
Classes have moved onto the second element of the Daily Five - Read to Others. This involves children partner reading to another student. They select books from their book box that they have been reading to themselves and know they can read. Children LOVE to Read to Someone, and why not, they have a friend with them who will listen to them and discuss their reading. During this time students are encourage to sit EEKK style – Elbow to Elbow, Knee to Knee. This ensures that both children can see the book and hear each other read.  Reading to Others provides children with an authentic audience. Partner reading provides opportunities to practice strategies, improve fluency, check for understanding and to hear your own voice in the learning classroom. Ask your child about the EEKK way to read a book. Perhaps you would like to do it this way at home.  Please make sure that you are giving your child opportunities for them to Read to Someone at home too (you, grandma, younger sibling or even the dog).
