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Literacy News – The Daily 5 - Word Work
Daily 5 includes:
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Read to Self
2. Read to Someone
3. Listen to Reading
4. Work on Writing
5. Word Work/Spelling 
Word Work is the fifth and last one to explain to you. Learning to write words, or spelling, is another way to describe it, but it is not just about writing the letters in the correct way. Word Work involves the study of words. We focus on spelling and vocabulary work with children. Expanded vocabulary leads to greater fluency in reading, therefore increasing comprehension. Becoming more proficient as a speller leads to writing fluency and the ability to get your ideas down on paper. "Creating and maintaining a time during each literacy block to focus on words is critical to developing readers, writers and communicators." (The Daily 5 p.85) 
We are still continuing using BEE spelling as our sequenced and explicit spelling program and many of the lessons focus on teaching students a range of spelling strategies. Your child may come home with some words to practice and revise and hopefully they will have a range of strategies to help them remember new words. Word study in the Daily Five block offers a rich literate environment that allows for the practice time that is essential in developing a good speller and a good writer. 
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
