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  Literacy News – The Daily 5 - Work on Writing
   The Daily 5 continues to build momentum across the school. The fourth component of the Daily 5 is Work on Writing. Just like reading, the best way to become a better writer is to write each day. The writing component of the Daily 5 provides the additional support children require to become effective writers. Its purpose is to provide daily writing practice and in most classes teachers try to give students this opportunity. This may look slightly different in each classroom depending on the focus and timetable. Many teachers have a separate writing workshops, where students may be required to produce a piece of writing directly related to the lessons taught or genre being explored. Sometimes during this rotation students may work on writing of their choice. 
At Evatt we endeavour to inspire students to want to write and to give an authentic purpose and audience. As parents, you could help support this by encouraging students to share their writing with you, give them positive feedback and to suggest topics or times when this might be appropriate e.g. a thank you letter to a grandparent, a postcard to a family member while on holidays or even something as simple as adding an item to the shopping list. Writing is a harder skill to develop as it involves productive skills rather than receptive skills which we use when reading. Give your children opportunities to write with purpose.
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
